Karpas means cotton as it is written (Esther 1:6): "There
were hangings of white, fine cotton, and blue...". It is an
allusion to the coat of many colors that Jacob made for
Joseph by means of which out ancestors made their way down to
Egypt...The meaning of this is that the coat of many colors
Suggests a difference of opinion among the rabbis, the Oral
Torah which is a difference of views for the sake of Heaven.
For this reason it (the coat) is called "Chalukah" suggesting
differences of opinion. Thus by means of this coat and this
"argument” the (memory) of the dispute between Joseph and his
brothers is brought to mind, for because of this (coat) "they
hated him and plotted against him". This argument between
Joseph and his brothers should have been a dispute in .
holiness, a dispute for the purpose of Heaven which sustains
the world. Surely their intention was such, for the purpose
of their argument was for the sake of Heaven. Nonetheless,
they did not escape from a blemish, and that argument in
holiness was so affected that "the other side" was nourished
from it, for the key to their nourishment is a dispute in
holiness. By this means, our ancestors descended to Egypt.

Therefore now on Pesach at the time of the exodus from
Egypt, we take the karpas, a symbol of the coat of many
colors as mentioned sbove. By this means, a child asks: "Why
is this night different...? which {is the beginning of} a
dispute for the sake of Heaven, a dispute in holiness. And
thus we repair the blemish of a dispute” in holiness, that is
(symbolized bV) the coat of manv cnlar=s. Hu +he hrathera AF
